Critical notes

This score is the first modern edition of the song “Canzonetta da Ganganelli” (G.22) by the Danish composer
“Georg Gerson” (1790-1825). The source is:

MS a collection of manuscript scores by Gerson preserved at the Royal Library of Copenhagen,
Denmark. The song is found on p. 28 in “Partiturer No. 1”7, “George Gersons samling: mu
7105.0963 C 1I, 6b”. The composition is dated September 1808.

Gerson ascribes the text to this and other of his vocal compositions to an “Antonio Ganganelli”, editor of
an anthology, “Raccolta Di Prose, E Poesie Di Vario Genere, Ad Uso De’ Studiosi Della Lingua Toscana”,
published in Hamburg 1810 while Georg Gerson was there studying music and business. The poem is found on
p- 172-173 in this anthology. On the front page of his anthology Ganganelli presents himself as “Accademico
Fiorentino, E Pastor’ Arcade Di Roma, Sotto I1 Nome D’Ornisto Falesio”.! The poem was written by the
Italian poet, Vincenzo Monti (1754-1828), and is found, with variations, in a collection, “Opere di Vincenzo
Monti”, Tomo I, Milano 1839.
