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To those who for years have followed and' enjoyed the work of
W. Rhys-Herbert, the widely known composer, the announcement of
his death on October 3d, 1921, brought genuine sorrow.

Dr. Rhys-Herbert in ever-increasing regard and warmest friendship.
His loss will be felt not only widely but deeply; not only by a large
and admiring public but by the personal few fortunate enough to be
intimates of this lovable man.

Previous operettas by W. Rhys-Herbert have been welcomed
with almost world-wide appreciation. No other composer for the
amateur stage has met with such spontaneous success, as there is
hardly one English-speaking town without a performance of a Rhys-
Herbert operetta to its credit.

It seems fitting that Dr. Rhys-Herbert's last work of this kind,
“Will Tell”, should be in his heartiest, happiest manner. In it his
admirers will find a gdy and cheerful memento, left us—with a friendly
wave of the hand—by Dr. W. Rhys-Herbert's kindly spirit.

This is an interesting and amusing story of two budding young authors, who go to the same summer
boarding house for accommodation, and fall in love with each other. * Each one tries to keep from the other,
the fact that he and she has literary aspirations, and as a result, some amazingly funny situations arise.
There is an Irish maid-of-all-work, who adds greatly to the %)lay, through her efforts to help the young au-
thors keep their secrets, and a boy of mischievous turn of mind, who is likewise a stutterer, but all of the
characters may be taken by girls, if properly selected for the cast. ‘“Dear (lyril ” has found general favor
with audiences wherever presented. Like all plays, a great deal depends upon the characters who produce
it, but it is simple and easily worked out, and we recommend it to teachers who want something equally
well adapted to girls or mixed classes.

If so desired all characters may be
taken by girls who can make up to the cast. Two well defined love affairs run through the story, and after
some amusing dilemmas are worked out, come to a happy ending. The comedy is well worth the trouble of
Jpresentation, and has already become very popular.
