He was for many years principal of
the Royal Academy of Music and conductor of the Philharmonic
Society. His piano quartet of 1874 (4758 in the Merton Music
catalogue) gets a glowing review in Cobbett's Cyclopedic Survey and
was much admired by von Biilow who saw the proofs at the publishers’
and sought him out.
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
